Compost is an organic amendment to improve the chemical, physical 

and biological properties of soils. It is not normally considered a fertilizer as 

it is too low in nutrient content for all plant nutrient needs. However, com-

post has many benefits for soil improve-

ment and plant growth:  

¶ Improved Drainage  

¶ Improved Aeration  

¶ Increases Water Holding Capacity  

¶ Improves Plant Growth  

¶ Improves Some Nutrients   

We grind only clean yard waste (leaves, limbs, etc.) for compost. No paint-

ed, pressure -treated or creosote wood is used.  After grinding, the material is 

laid out in windrows and water is added. As the windrows are tended the 

internal temperature of the windrows begins to increase killing off weed seed 

and other undesirable matter. As the compost continues to decompose the 

windrows are kept moist and turned weekly to keep the process going. 

When the internal temperature settles at 131 degrees for three consecutive 

days the compost is ready for the final step.  Finally, the material is screened 

through a machine known as a trammel screen. The trammel screen sepa-

rates small particles of yard waste from large particles. With openings only 

5/8ths of an inch in the screen, only very small particles are used for com-

post. The larger particles are sold as mulch.  

The Scoop on Compost 
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Last week, several colleagues and I had the pleasure of touring Central  

Carolina Holdings, LLC in Cameron, NC.  This is the destination of your 

scrap tires.  In fact, this is the destination for quite a few scrap tires.   

As the top tire recycling company in North America, Liberty Tire has a 

wide network of production facilities.  As a production facility of Liberty 

tire, Central Carolina Holdings processes about 425 tons of tires per day .  

Liberty collects and recycles about a third of the nationõs scrap tires, sav-

ing more than 140 million tires from the waste stream each year.  

So, what happens to your scrap tires?  Some uses include the production  

of:  

¶ Welcome mats  

¶ Rail road ties  

¶ Anti -fatigue mats  

¶ Acoustical underlay  

¶ Portable speed bumps  

¶ Weight lifting plates  

 

 

 

Where the rubber meets the road. 

 
Rubberized asphalt highways ride quieter, last longer, and use significantly less paving material than 

traditional asphalt. Crumb rubber comprises 15 - to 22 -percent of the mix in rubberized asphalt along 

with traditional binder. But the result is anything but traditional.  

 

¶ Enhances nighttime visibility  

¶ Improves resistance to cracking, rutting  

¶ Ages and oxidizes at a slower pace  

¶ Reduces tire noise  

¶ Decreases splash and spray when wet  

As a side note, whole tires are banned from North Carolina landfills.   

 

Every cubic yard of tire -derived aggregate provides a beneficial end -use for 75 used passenger
